b) The PPA for schools above 75% poverty cannot be lower than the PPA for schools below 75% poverty.
c) If any school served has poverty below 35%, all schools being served must receive at least the 125% per pupil amount.
d) If all schools being served are above 35% poverty, the district may select poverty bands.  AcceleGrants System will calculate school level allocations based on data from Ranking page.
