Overview
The Rhode Island Department of Education has allocated Title IV, Part A (Title IV-A) Student Support and Academic Enrichment Grant funds for State Grants to LEAs. Grants will be awarded on a competitive basis, with maximum awards of $50,000. 
This competitive grant allows LEAs to provide supplemental Title IV-A activities that maximize the school day or provide summer programming that supports one or more of the following goals in the RI State ESSA Plan: increasing reading proficiency, increasing math proficiency, increasing STEM proficiency, increasing graduation rates or closing opportunity gaps. Strategies that prioritize the needs of multilingual learners, differently abled students, students who are experiencing homelessness or living in foster care, low-income students, students who attend CSI or TSI schools, or students of color will receive additional points.
Grants will be awarded on a competitive basis, with maximum awards of $50,000.  Maximum funding amounts for each LEA are based on the size of the LEA’s FY22 TIVA Allocation. RIDE anticipates funding between 10 and 20 proposals. 
The following guidance has been created to assist LEAs with the proposal submission process. 

Eligible Applicants
Any LEA that received a Title IV, Part A allocation for the 2021-2022 school year is eligible to apply for these Title IV-A State Grants.

Period of Performance
The grant period is March 2022 through the Summer 2022. Dates may vary by LEA. Proposed activities must meet the requirements of Title IV-A. All goods and services must be received, and all activities and purchases for this budget period must be expended by the end of the grant period.

Funding 
Grants will be awarded on a competitive basis, with maximum awards of $50,000.  Maximum funding amounts for each LEA are based on the size of the LEA’s FY22 TIVA Allocation. 
· LEAs with preliminary allocations under $50,000 may apply for up to $20,000.
· LEAs with preliminary allocations of $50,000 to $100,000 may apply for up to $35,000. 
· LEAs with preliminary allocations of $100,000 or more may apply for up to $50,000.
See Appendix One for a list of preliminary allocations, by LEA. 
The final amount of grant awards may be contingent upon negotiations and availability of funds, and the RI Department of Education reserves the right to revise the budget amounts accordingly.
Funds are not eligible for carryover. All funds must be expended by September 30, 2022.

Providing Equitable Services
Successful applicants may need to provide equitable services to in-district private schools. Consultation does not need to occur unless the LEA receives a grant award.
Funds for equitable services to private schools must be calculated and set aside as part of the application process along with a brief plan for conducting consultation, if successful. 
Participation by private schools is not dependent upon its prior participation in any other federally funded programs with equitable provisions.

Grant Requirements
LEAs receiving funding through Title IV-A State Grants must:
· meet the eligibility requirements for the grant described herein,
· provide all required assurances as documentation that it will comply with all program implementation requirements,
· carry out all program outcome and fiscal reporting requirements,
· expend funds as described in the LEA’s application,
· implement the activities described in the LEA’s application within the required timeline, and
· participate in meetings or calls with RIDE, as needed, to discuss goals and objectives, implementation progress and programmatic success and effectiveness.

Unauthorized Activities
The FY22 TIVA State Grant funds must supplement, not supplant, existing programs within the LEA. In other words, funds may not be use used to pay for existing levels of activities or services if the costs of those activities would have otherwise been provided with state or local funds in the absence of the grant.
The FY 22 TIVA State Grant applicants may not use Title IV-A State Grant funds for the following:
· to purchase technology infrastructure or equipment, unless required for program implementation (e.g., after school robotics enrichment program); 
· for new construction, renovation, or repair of any school facility;
· for transportation unless otherwise authorized under ESSA – See RIDE Title IV-A FAQs for allowable uses under Title IV-A in the Accelegrants Document Library;
· to develop or distribute materials, or operate programs or courses of instruction directed at youth, that are designed to promote or encourage sexual activity, whether homosexual or heterosexual;
· to distribute or to aid in the distribution by any organization of legally obscene materials to minors on school grounds; to provide sex education or HIV-prevention education in schools unless that instruction is age appropriate and includes the health benefits of abstinence;
· to operate a program of contraceptive distribution in schools;
· for medical services or drug treatment or rehabilitation, except for integrated student supports, specialized instructional support services, or referral to treatment for impacted students, which may include students who are victims of, or witnesses to, crime or who illegally use drugs (Title IV-A, ESSA Section 4001(b)); or
· to require a child to obtain a prescription for a controlled substance, as defined in section 102 of the Controlled Substance Act (21 U.S.C. 802) as a condition of: receiving an evaluation or other services described under this title; or attending a school receiving assistance under this title (Title IV-A, ESSA Section 4001(c)).

Proposal Instructions

Components
Proposal submissions requirements: 
· Completed Narrative, including cover page;
· Completed and Signed Budget template; 
· Completed Equitable Services Calculator template (when appropriate); and
· Signed Assurances.

Grant Narrative
Additional guidance for completing the Title IV-A State Strategy Grant is incorporated in the Proposal Template and Scoring Sheet.
Cover Page
· The cover page table must be completed.
Part One: Strategy Narrative
Proposals must include the following information for each proposed strategy. 
· Strategy Name
· Participating Schools
· Informing Data and Statement of Need
· Goals and Objectives 
· Strategy Description
· Amount of Budgeted Funds
A copy of the score sheet has also been provided.
Part Two: Equitable Services Plan
Only LEAs with eligible in-district private schools must complete this section of the application. As part of the competitive proposal, LEAs must:
· Use the equitable services calculator template to determine the proportionate amount of funding that must be set aside for equitable services to private schools. 
· Submit the completed calculator as part of the LEA’s proposal  
· Enter the  amount of funds calculated for equitable services into Budget Series 53000 , indicating “private school services” and provide school name for each request  along with a clear justification and explanation. 
· Include a plan for conducting equitable services consultation should the LEA submit a successful proposal. RIDE will support LEAs that submit successful proposals to ensure that equitable services strategies are in keeping with the purpose and intent of this grant and are reasonable, necessary, allocable and allowable.

Budget
The proposed budget must provide clear evidence that the expenditures are appropriate and justified to support the proposed strategies. If applicable, the LEA should calculate the amount of funds set aside to provide equitable services to private schools and include that total in budget series 53000.
Budget Cover Page
· The blue boxes indicate where information is required.
· Project Period Start Date – insert the date on which the district intends to start the project; if approved the earliest allowable start date is March 15, 2022.
· Authorized Signature – The budget cover page should be signed by an authorized representative of the LEA.
Budget Detail
· Budget Justification and Cost Basis - include the following for each item requested in the budget:
· Budget Justification – describe how this request is reasonable, necessary, allocable, and allowable. This request must align with the identified needs in the needs assessment and the application narrative.
· Cost Basis – include a number sentence describing the item/service to be provided, cost per unit and the number of units.
· All costs will be automatically calculated for each page and will then transfer to the cover page. Should the LEA need additional lines in the budget, please reach out for assistance.

Budget Series 51000 and 52000
· For each requested item, add one line for employee compensation and one line for employee benefits.

Equitable Services Calculator
To use the calculator:
· Enter the district public school enrollment and the district private school enrollment (A2) from the LEA’s Title IV-A CRP in Accelegrants.
· Enter the total amount of funds the LEA is applying for (B1)
· Enter any funds for administering the private school program (C2). Direct administrative costs should not exceed 2% of the budget.
· Row (C1) will calculate the proportionate amount of funds the LEA needs to set aside for equitable services.



Assurances
Assurances must be signed and submitted with the application.

Naming Conventions
The application template is an editable MS Word Document that can be submitted to the LEA as a PDF. The assurances document is an MS Word Document that must be signed and submitted to the RIDE as a PDF. The budget template is an editable Excel Document that must be signed and submitted to the RIDE as a PDF.
