WHEREAS, the Rhode Island Department of Education (RIDE or SEA) has offered to makes federal funds available pursuant to the Supplemental Impact Education Aid for Local Education Agencies (LEAs) Program (“Program”);
WHEREAS, under the Program, LEAs are required to use funds provided under the Program for expenses that satisfy the eligibility requirements of the Coronavirus Relief Fund and the official federal guidance issued or to be issued concerning the Coronavirus Relief Fund issued by the U.S. Department of Treasury[footnoteRef:1] (“Eligible Expenses”); [1:  Guidance on the use of the CRF is available at https://home.treasury.gov/policy-issues/cares/state-and-local-governments. WHEREAS, under the Program as initially issued, LEAs receive funds after incurring costs and providing documentation to RIDE demonstrating that the costs constitute Eligible Expenditures;
WHEREAS, on September 2, 2020, the U.S. Department of Treasury issued a Frequently Asked Question concerning the Coronavirus Relief Fund, providing as follows:
[P]ayments from the [Coronavirus Relief] Fund may be used to cover costs associated with providing distance learning (e.g., the cost of laptops to provide to students) or for in-person learning (e.g., the cost of acquiring personal protective equipment for students attending schools in-person or other costs associated with meeting Centers for Disease Control guidelines).
To this end, as an administrative convenience, Treasury will presume that expenses of up to $500 per elementary and secondary school student to be eligible expenditures, such that schools do not need to document the specific use of funds up to that amount.[footnoteRef:2] [2:  See FAQ #53, Coronavirus Relief Fund Frequently Asked Questions, updated as of September 2, 2020, available at https://home.treasury.gov/system/files/136/Coronavirus-Relief-Fund-Frequently-Asked-Questions.pdf. ] 

WHEREAS, RIDE desires to offer this same administrative convenience to LEAs under the Program that U.S. Treasury identified in its Frequently Asked Question such that LEAs need not provide documentation to RIDE of Eligible Expenditures of up to $500 per elementary and secondary school student before receiving funds from the Program (“Advance Amount”); 
NOW THEREFORE, in order to benefit from this same administrative convenience, the applicant LEA assures RIDE as follows:
(1) The applicant will continue to adhere to all the assurances contained in the FY 2021 Supplemental Impact Education Aid for Local Education Agencies (LEAs) Program ASSURANCES AFFIRMATION.
(2) The applicant will use up to $500 per pupil (based upon the LEA Student Data Collection for October, 2019) of Program Funds on Eligible Expenses associated with providing distance learning (e.g., the cost of laptops to provide to students) or for in-person learning (e.g., the cost of acquiring personal protective equipment for students attending schools in-person or other costs associated with meeting Centers for Disease Control guidelines).
(3) If the applicant spends more than $500 per pupil for Program Funds, the applicant must provide RIDE with documentation demonstrating to RIDE’s satisfaction that such use of funds totaling over $500 per pupil was for Eligible Expenses prior to receiving reimbursement from RIDE.
(4) The applicant is seeking Program funds for the following Advance Amount: the lesser of (i) the amount of Program funds listed for the LEA in Attachment A to the Supplemental Impact Education Aid for Local Education Agencies (LEAs) program guidance document previously published by RIDE or (ii) an amount over $500 multiplied by the LEAs total number of students from the October, 2019 Student data collection as reported by each LEA for Pre-K to grade 12.
  
As a legal authorized representative of the applicant agency or school, where applicable, I hereby certify that to the best of my knowledge, the information contained in this application is correct and that the applicant agency will comply with all assurances, as stated below, and all applicable provisions of waivers, consortium participation, and cooperative agreements included as part of this application.  I further understand that the SEA will rely on these assurances as a material representation in providing funds under this Program to applicant.
