Code “G” has very limited use, and applies only to schools attributed to other school attendance areas (e.g., Annexes, Career and Tech Centers).

Select Grouping AFTER all information, except Status Code, is entered.

STEPS TO COMPLETE THIS SECTION

1. The system will default to K-12 grouping and prefill school names and school codes.  Confirm that the information is accurate.

2. For each school attendance area or school, enter the number of public and private resident
    children, and of those resident children, enter the number of public and private children from
    low income families.  The system will calculate total resident children, total number of
    children from low income families, and percent of children from low income families.            
 
3. The system will create a grouping of schools with 75% or more poverty, if applicable.  These 
    schools MUST be served first, in rank order of poverty, before any schools below 75% 
    poverty may be served.

    NOTE:  The LEA is allowed, if it chooses, to lower the “75% poverty threshold” to 50% for 
    high schools.  Select this option in the Groupings box to bring high schools with 50% or more   
    poverty into the “75% and above grouping.” 




4. For schools below 75% poverty, select the type of grouping(s) that you wish to use.  Select 
    “Apply.”  The system will then sort school attendance areas by the LEA selected grouping(s).

    NOTE:  You may select middle and high in the same grouping.

5. Based on the average poverty for the selected grouping, enter a Title I Status Code for each 
    school attendance area/school.

Error:  Public Resident Children is required for every school.

Error:  Total # of Children from Low Income Families cannot be greater than Total # of Resident	Children.    
                         
Error:  If Percent of Children from Low Income Families for a school is greater than or equal to 
      75%, the school system must serve the building before serving schools below 75%   
      poverty.

Error:  A school with a Title I School Status Code of D or E must have a Percent of
      Children from Low Income Families of below 35% or below the average poverty 
      of the group in which it resides.

Error:  A school with a Title I School Status Code of C must have a Percent of Children 
      from Low Income Families at or above 35%, but below the average poverty of 
      the group in which it resides.

Error:  A school with a Title I School Status Code of B or F must be at or above the 
      average poverty of the group in which it resides or at or above 35% poverty.

Error:  A school with a Title I School Status Code of A must be at or above the average
      poverty of the group in which it resides.

Error:  All schools must be a member of a group.

Error:  The LEA must rank and serve schools with poverty above 75% without regard to 
      Grade span.  If funds remain, schools with poverty below 75% may be ranked by 
      grade span or K-12.
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
