Important Note Regarding Text Boxes in the Web-Based Application
and Use of the Related Documents page and Document Library

Each text box within the ARRA applications, as with the primary CRP application, has capacity for 5,000 characters. This is equivalent to approximately one and one-half pages of text.

It is anticipated that some responses to text boxes in the ARRA application may exceed this space, particularly when addressing multiple projects in the same text box. When preparing a narrative response to any text box in the ARRA application, it is recommended that the user draft the initial response off line in a Word document. This will enable the writer to determine the response length before making the entry on line. Once the response is drafted, the user can then paste responses in their entirety into the text box on the web page, if the response fits into the text box. For lengthier responses (greater than 5,000 characters), the user can paste the first part of the narrative into the text box and post the remainder of the response into  the Related Documents webpage in the application. To post, save and name the narrative by Question # and Topic, then upload it on the Related Documents web page in the application.
This year, almost no items should be submitted within the Document Library.  Please upload into the “Other Documents” section of the Related Documents page all supportive documents and text box “response remainders” submitted with the primary CRP and ARRA applications. The Document Library is primarily reserved for the provision of RIDE Documents and for RIDE-Applicant review comments, communications, and submission of district responses as part of these communications.
