Steps for determining if Title I-A funds can be used for Parent and Family Engagement Activities:

	The activity supports eligible parents in improving their child's academic achievement.

	Step 2
	The activity is consistent with one of the allowable uses of funds consistent with an allowable use of funds and meets evidence-based requirements.

	Step 3
	The activity is allowable, reasonable, necessary and allocable.  

	Step 4
	Make sure the activity is not prohibited in ESEA; is not required for federal, State or local laws; or meets the supplement not supplant requirements of Title I-A.




Steps for determining if Title I-A funds can be used for Private School Services: 
	Step 1
	Make sure the activity provides additional support for students who are identified as failing, or most at risk of failing the state academic standards, their teachers, AND/OR their families.

	Step 2
	Activities should help identified students meet state academic standards.

	Step 3
	The activity is allowable, reasonable, necessary and allocable.  

	Step 4
	Make sure the activity is not prohibited in ESEA; is not required for federal, State or local laws; or meets the supplement not supplant requirements of Title I-A.





Allowable costs must be:
	Allowable
	under individual program rules.

	Necessary 
	for the proper and efficient performance of the program.

	Reasonable
	in that it would be a cost that a prudent person would incur under similar circumstances.

	Allocable
	to the program, such that the program must benefit in proportion to the amount charged to the federal program.

	Authorized
	or otherwise not prohibited, by federal, State or local rules.

	Documented
	to justify all fiscal and program requirements.
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
