Risk Ratio of 2.0 = 2x as likely
Risk Ratio of 2.5 = 2.5x as likely
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Standard Methodology

RISK
A proportion expressing likelihood.

Example:
40 Hispanic children identified

200 total Hispanic childrenin LEA

Riskof Hispanic child identified as child with disability = 40/200 or 20%.
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Standard Methodology

RISK RATIO

A comparison of risks: likelihood of outcome for one
group vs. outcome for all others in the LEA

Bxample:
40 Hispanic children dentified out of
200total Hispanic childrenin LEA
2000f ther childrenidentified utof
All2000other chidrenin LEA
Risk ratio: 20

(40/200) / (200/2000)=0.2/0.1=20
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
